Installation:

Unpack the items and ensure
they are in good condition.

Locate and fit the fixing brackets
‘A’ to the existing structure
(fixings supplied by others).

Position pre-drilled casing flange
‘B’ over angle fixing brackets ‘A’.
Using the pre-drilled holes as a

guide, drill 3mm dia. pilot holes.

Screw-fix the casing ‘B’ to the
continuous brackets ‘A’, using
the csk. self-tapping screws
(provided).

Bond the optional cover fillet ‘C’
into position with a suitable
cartridge adhesive (supplied by
others).
